On Saturday and Sunday, January 28" and 29", SWSA will
host the first Winter Carnival and Gelande Exhibition.

Gelande (also known as Alpine ski jumping) is a form of skiing where the athletes ski
jump off a tower using downhill ski equipment. Also, Gelande jumpers shun the tracks
which are cut into the inrun (ski tower ramp) which safely aim a jumper onto the exact
middle of the landing hill. As SWSA president Ken Barker notes, “These guys are
crazy!”

Another new event debuting during Winter Carnival will be the Human Dogsled Race
which will feature five people pulling a sixth on a sled over a .5 k course. The race will
be held around 2 pm on Sunday after the Gelande event ends. Teams are encouraged to
decorate and customize their sleds.
